B) TechSteel Inc. manufactures industrial machine tools in the Czech Republic and exporte them to the
US and Canadian markets. Approximately 55% of its sales come from exports outside the European
Union. The company's products are in the higher price category and compete mainly with
manufacturers from Asia.

The company’s revenues come from long-term contracts with customers in US dollars, while most of
its production costs (wages, energy, local suppliers) are in Czech korunas. Last year, the koruna
strengthened against the dollar, which had a negative impact on the company's profitability.

In addition, to protect domestic industry, the US government is considering introducing a 20% import
duty on selected industrial machinery. If the duty comes into force, the final price of TechSteel
products on the US market would increase.
